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Generous donor and property developer Niall Mellon
set up the Niall Mellon Townships project, after 
seeing at first hand the appalling living conditions

of shack-dwellers in the township of Imizamo Yethu in Hout
Bay when he visited in 2003. More than 350 volunteers
this year left Ireland for the township of Mfuleni in Cape
Town, to join with 30 volunteers from Germany, South
Africa and UK in their plan to replace 300 tin shacks with
quality, sustainable housing by the end of December 2006.

The week long Blitz is the latest project of the Niall Mellon
Township Initiative (NMTI), an Irish charity that builds brick
houses for shack dwellers in South Africa. In just one week
they have built 50 houses. Every year the charity organizes
a building blitz where Irish volunteers are asked to raise
money individually and travel to Cape Town for a week-
long intensive build.

The 350 volunteers interrupted their work on 20 November
2006, when the building site was visited by Desmond Tutu,
Local Government and Housing MEC Richard Dyantyi and
Executive Mayor of Cape Town Helen Zille.  Dyantyi said
Mellon should consider deploying volunteers to other parts
of the Province and that the city's growing housing backlog
needed a strong approach from all levels of government.
Dyantyi and officials from the Department spent Sunday
19/11/2006 building at house number 27.  Later that
afternoon Tutu was treated by the Irish to a belated birthday.

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The Western Cape Anti-Corruption Summit took place
on 7 and 8 December 2006, at His People's Centre,
Goodwood Cape Town.  The Summit was co-hosted

by the Department of Local Government and Housing
MEC, Qubudile Richard Dyantyi, the Department of the
Premier and auditing firm KPMG.

The summit was timed to coincide with International Anti-
Corruption Day on 9 December and took place under the
banner, "We stand together in defending development and
delivery against corruption."  It is expected to adopt several
resolutions aimed at fighting corruption in the public service,
especially at provincial and local government level.

In his keynote address, Premier Rasool said institutional
systems are in place to deal effectively with perpetrators
of corruption.  He further added that the country generally
has an environment that is intolerant to corruption.  That
is also a general consensus amongst our people that if
you are corrupt you must be caught.  There is therefore
a common understanding that corruption is reprehensible.
There was particular focus on procurement procedures
given that this is an area which has been identified as
being vulnerable to corruption.

The Anti Corruption Assessment Report, a joint initiative
by the Department of Public Service and Administration
and the United Nations Office on Drugs and Crime, which
was issued during April 2003, revealed that of all businesses
surveyed, 49% experienced theft by employees, 34% were
defrauded by employees and 15% had been offered bribes.
Sixty percent believed that corruption was now an
acceptable way of conducting their trade. The Summit
formed part of a comprehensive programme against
corruption.  Delegates were drawn from various sectors
in an attempt to acknowledge that corruption is an obstacle
for development and that all sectors represented should
unite in preventing and combating corruption and a way
of implementing resolutions.

Imbizo Focus Week by Sandy Godlwana
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The Western Cape Government, in partnership with 
other spheres of government hosted more than 40
community Izimbizo across the Province as part of

the National Imbizo focus week (NIFW).  This programme
was driven by the office of the Premier and the Department
of Local Government and Housing.  About 20 790 people
in different parts of the province attended the 31 imbizos
held from 26 to 31 October 2006 to ensure that Government
'listens and delivers.'

These imbizo saw Ministers, Deputy Ministers, Premier,
MEC's, Mayors and Municipal Mangers visiting and
interacting with communities across the country on wide-
ranging issues relating to Government's Programme of
Action.

The Theme for this Imbizo Focus Week was "A National
Effort for Faster and Shared Growth."  The imbizos are
designed to ensure maximum and meaningful participation
by citizens.  The response is monitored, evaluated and
well documented so that there is systematic follow-up in
the weeks following the meetings. The Cape Agulhas
Imbizo, at the Southern most tip of Africa, attended by
MEC's Richard Dyantyi and Lynne Brown drew a whopping
800 people.  Poor service delivery topped the agenda once
again.  People complained of poor service delivery, lack
of communication and empty promises. The MEC's listened
attentively to the communities concerns and gave detailed
answers after the proceedings.

The Imbizo in George took place on 27 October 2006.
George municipality currently has huge backlogs in water
and sanitation, electricity, refuse removal and housing.
The challenge they are facing is to respond to the continued
population growth, including in-migration and the related

challenges of economic growth. On the other hand the
town has high tourism potential due to the beautiful scenery
(natural landscapes and pleasant weather).  Yvonne
Opperman Head: Local Economic Development gave a
detailed LED strategy. Regarding Good Governance she
indicated that initially the municipality was not in support
of the ward system. However, the municipality made
commendable progress in the past year to establish ward
committees and to get them in full operation.

At some imbizos, there were displays of local talent such
as young dancers and musicians.  Representatives of
community projects outlined the work they were doing.

“The test for us now is that we are going to be 
judged not by the number of calls we receive, or
the issues people raise, but by the rate of success

of resolving issues.  We need to act on issues raised
and be a government that is outcome based," said MEC
Qubudile Richard Dyantyi at the launch of the City's first
Rental Housing Tribunal Call Centre.

Local Government and Housing MEC opened the call centre
at Dialogue House on the Foreshore on 13 December
2006. It was also attended by the Head of Department
Shanaaz Majiet (HOD), Senior Management, public and
media.

As part of entrenching the Batho Pele principles specifically
access to information and transparent governance. The
call centre will be dealing with enquiries as well as taking
down complaints related to rental housing disputes between
landlords and tenants.  The main aim of this call centre is
to also educate the public about their rights and
responsibilities as far as rental housing is concerned.

HOD expressed excitement towards this great initiative.
"The Department is always looking at ways of improving
business and adding value constantly.  This programme
enhances accessibility and openness.  Senior Management
can also take advantage of this new programme and
compound it with their programmes.  Hoping that there is
much more that the call centre can do for our Department,"
said Shanaaz.

The call centre went live on 1 December 2006 and already
they have received close to 100 calls per day over five
working week days without even marketing the new call
centre number.  In his keynote address MEC Dyantyi
commended this programme.  He emphasized the
importance of partnerships.  "We are overwhelmed with
so many things and with the limited resources we have,
we need to draw in partnerships, hence the new partnership
with Dialogue (call centre).  This initiative also ensures we
promote the Batho Pele principles and we do things without
buying face.  Transparency and good governance is
paramount.  We need to move beyond interpreting the
world, understanding what communities want and working
towards spending most of our time acting with the resources
we have", said Dyantyi.

At the same occasion the MEC made a pronouncement
with regards to the Western Cape winners of the National
Vuna Awards.  The Western Cape Local Government and
Housing Department has scooped the prize for the best
supportive local government department in South Africa
at this year's National Municipality Vuna Awards that took
place in Johannesburg 12 December 2006.  Overstrand
and Swartland Municipality also received awards.
Overstrand was the overall winner in the catergory B-
municipalities and received R2 million in prize money.
Swartland won for having the best Local Economic
Development strategy.  Dyantyi handed over the award to
the HOD and thanked everyone in the Department for
making this a success.

The Rental Housing Tribunal Call Centre goes live

and Mr Sam Dube Manager of Power Construction
both promised to conduct an urgent investigation in

order to fight the allegations of corruption in housing and
councilors who awarded tenders to friends and relatives.

The meeting with residents took place on 25 November
2006 in George Thembaletu Township. This meeting followed
on complains by residents who attended the National Imbizo
that was held in October 2006 in George in presence of
the Premier Ebrahim Rasool with the MEC Dyantyi.

Dyantyi said government was committed to fight corruption
and prosecute people who are involved in such action. He
appealed to the residents to work hand in hand with the
municipality, councilors and the leaders of the community
in order to resolve problems.

He also urged the councilors, municipalities and leaders to
accelerate the service delivery regardless of which
organization people have voted for. "This is not my last
meeting with you, I promise I will come back in January,"
he promised residents.

Dube said Power Construction has began to pay attention
to fix some of houses that were not properly planned initially
and he hopes these houses will be completed before the
MEC comes back to the residents for another meeting.

He also emphasized the issue of corruption and has
promised residents to conduct their own investigation on
housing in the area. " We will conduct our investigation as
Power Construction as well," said Dube. He appealed to
the community to respect councilors, municipalities and
leaders. They should also respect the community.  " Respect
should go both ways", he said.

During question time, Mr Mbuyiselo Sikumani said the move
was a dream come true for them and would end the conflict
in the area as the MEC finally came to intervene and speak
to them.

Ms Nomzwakhe Macozoma said she has been living in the
shack with three kids since 1995 and her furniture and
clothing have been damaged several times. She hoped
that the MEC will really come back and give them housing.
"I hope he really comes back to us to give us housing. He
is our last hope here in Thembaletu," she said sobbing.

One resident who refused to introduce herself for fear of
being victimized said her house has not been completed
and it has been like this for two years. She said the windows,
door and the wall have cracks, and there is no toilet. " The
houses are falling apart and mine was half done," said the
angry woman.

"If you don't have a zeal you won't over
come the challenges that are faced by the youth today.

Some of the students were not present as they have already
secured permanent and temporary jobs in other companies
before the graduation took place.

Jacki Lange also concurred with the previous speaker about
the challenges of youth to use their passion and skills to
unleash their talents and to use their skills to enter
entrepreneurship. "You must take this opportunity to create
your own business", she encouraged graduates.

One of the trainees Nomvuselelo Ponoyi, 22 thanked all
the sponsors that were involved in the project for the
opportunity. She said she learnt carpentry, building houses
and painting. She added that she was happy to be among
the graduates and she has something to show.
"I have learnt a lot of various skills of completing the houses,
l ike putting in windows and doors," she said.

Another trainee Mr Thembinkosi Somgqeza, 27 said he
learnt valuable skills and he is hopeful that he could use
them effectively, as he will no longer stand on the street
looking for a job. He also said that he has learnt carpentry
and roofing. "I will use my skills effectively and I want to
open my own business one day, as the Mayor encouraged
us to be involved in entrepreneurship," he said.

During the Sixteen Days of Activism a number of events
took place to highlight the awareness of "No violence against
Woman and Children."  The South African Government has
participated in the 16 Days of Activism against Gender
Based Violence Campaign since 1999.  The 16 Days of
Activism Campaign has a strong focus on partnerships
between government, NGO sector, corporate sector, faith-
based organizations, the media (print and electronic) and
communities.

Internal Events
Men and masculinities education/awareness training helped
to sensitize men on issues of masculinity and the role of
men in preventing violence.  A photographic competition
took place in the Department, staff took pictures depicting
violence against women and children.  There was a sexual
harassment information session, HIV AIDS, VCT sessions
and awareness using drama.  This was done to raise
awareness and educate staff on these issues and to
encourage staff to go for voluntary counseling and testing.

World Aids Day was marked around the world on 1
December 2006.  Our Department marked this by having
a five minute candlelight ceremony at the year end function
to raise awareness.  Messages of safe sex were
communicated using pamphlets and brochures.  The
Department of Health worked in partnership with our
Department to raise awareness of healthy living, preventing
disabilities and illness. Nurses came on board to
demonstrate.  There was also a Workshop on development
of Departmental Disability Action Plan.  This workshop was
to develop the second draft action plan aimed at giving
effect to implementation of disability equity.

External Events
A "Crime free Festive Season" campaign was hosted in
Mitchells Plain to help raise awareness on crime, reduce
crime and form a community mobilization against crime.
The People's housing Process Project 2 in Mbekweni was
up and running.  Volunteers were involved in the building

of community houses and food gardens in KTC
(Khayelitsha).  SAB has donated close to R50.000.00 to
assist youth.  On 13 December 2006, 28 youth graduated
in the housing related sector.   20 Prisoners started their
training in building houses.  The training started in the
beginning of the sixteen days of activism.  Once training is
completed they will receive skills in building and certificates.
 A Provincial Disability March took place on the 17 November
2006 and 500 hundred caps were given to those who
marched.  A memorandum was handed to the Mayor of the
City of Cape Town at the City Centre. For this event, the
Department worked in partnership with Premier's Office
and the Network on Disability.  It was aimed at promoting
an understanding of disability issues and mobilizing support
for the dignity, rights and well being of persons with
disabilities.  Following this event a Provincial Celebratory
International Day of the disabled took place in Alexandra
Hospital on 22 November 2006. Exhibition stalls with
brochures and pamphlets to sensitize and raise awareness,
were set up.

Youth Graduation Ceremony in Mbekweni

On 13 December 2006 a graduation ceremony took place
in Mbekweni Paarl at 11h00 in front of the stone house.

28 learners received their NQF2 qualification after a 12-
month learnership. The group qualifying on 13 December
2006 have also built a house for the 16 days of activism.

SAB Miller who sponsored 150 tool kits for the qualifying
learners attended this ceremony with their HOD's.

These tool kits were handed out together with the certificate
to all 28 learners.
