INTERVIEW WITH ANDRE ROUSSOW
DEPUTY DIRECTOR (RENTAL HOUSING TRIBUNAL)

The Western Cape Rental Tribunal seeks to promote stability in the rental housing sector in the Western
Cape by facilitating the process of resolving disputes and advising landlords and tenants, they basically
harmonise relationships between landlords and tenants in the rental housing sector, resolve disputes and
unfair practices.

From the types of complaints dealt with by the Tribunal through hearings, it has become evident that the
types of complaints dealt with through hearings have become much more varied than in previous years.
Although no specific statistics have been kept in this regard. It can be reported that initially, the predominant
cases were related to deposits and failure to undertake maintenance. These are some of the complaints that
are dealt with;

® Failure to refund deposits

® Exorbitant rental increases and lack of maintenance
® Failure to vacate premised and arrear rentals

® Failure to pay rental and claims for compensation

® Failure to vacate in terms of notice

® Failure to accept termination of lease etc

Most of the complaints received by the Tribunal originated from the Cape Metropolitan Area and is more
evenly distributed on a geographical basis, than in the previous years. Tribunal members have not been
made involved in negotiations, to avoid possible perceptions of biasness, should the cases be referred for
hearings.



A lot of the marketing is just word of mouth most of the time. What | can say is that the Tribunal also features
prominently on the Departmental Website and a trend is already seen where queries are received via the
Internet. On the Website, direct access is provided to the Rental Housing Act, the Regulations published
in terms of the Act, the Complaint form and Brochures in Afrikaans, English and Xhosa. As the Tribunal
was for a large period in the reporting period the only one in the RSA to be linked to a Website, queries
are also received via this medium from affected parties in other provinces.

The Tribunal has always been of the opinion that visits to other Tribunals would be beneficial to determining
where improvements can increase effectiveness. It has already reported that visits to the Tribunals of
Gauteng and Kwa-Zulu Natal were undertaken in October and November 2004. After visits to these provinces,
a strategic planning session was held in February 2005. The following objectives were identified:

* To meet the time frames stipulated in the Rental Housing Act
® To raise public awareness of the Rental Housing Act

® To enhance the management of the rental housing sector

® To provide sustainable systems for resolution of disputes

® To ensure on-going communication within the Tribunal

hat does the T.E.A.M. project mean: T.E.A.M. is the project that will cover the whole spectrum of

Training, Education, Awareness and Marketing in the different communities that is mentioned later in
this article. The Disaster Mitigation for Sustainable Livelihoods Programme at the University of Cape Town
(DIMP/UCT), is rolling out the Programme in collaboration with Provincial Disaster Management of the
Western Cape and the Municipality will be running the T.E.A.M. (Disaster Training, Education, Awareness
and Marketing) in Masiphumelele. The project aims to create and implement a community capacity development
programme that will reduce disaster risks in ten at-risk informal settlements in the Western Cape. Masiphumelele
has been identified as the first informal settlement in which the project will take place.

The first phase of the project is to establish a Disaster Risk Management T.E.A.M. Committee in Masiphumelele
consisting of local councilors, local government officials, local organizations and groups as well as active
community leaders. The role of the Committee will be to provide technical input into the design, implementation
and monitoring of the T.E.A.M. programme.

On the 18 — 20 January 2006, a three-day Workshop on Community Risk Assessment (CRA) was held in
Masiphumelele, hosted by the Disaster Mitigation for Sustainable Livelihoods Programme (DiMP), University
of Cape Town (UCT), in collaboration with the Development Action Group (DAG) and Disaster Management
City of Cape Town. The workshop was attended

ABSTRACT:

Masiphumelele is located between Kommetjie  On the 18 — 20 January 2006, a three-day Workshop on

and Noordhoek in the South Peninsula of Cape
Town.

Masiphumelele is on the South by the Kommetjie
Main Road and on the North by the Noordhoek
Wetlands. This makes the wetlands a key
geographic feature in this assessment of
Masiphumelele. The settlement is made up of
a semi-formal houses (including backyard
dwellings), bounded by informal dwellings to the
north- which is known as the “wetlands” area-
and to the west- “school side”.

According to census data compiled in 2001, the
total population in Masiphumelele is 8500
residents. However, other studies suggest that
the population is closer to 25 000 people. The
level of unemployment within the informal
settlement is high. Factors which increase the
risk of disasters are; Flooding, Fires and Health
problems.

Community Risk Assessment (CRA) was held in
Masiphumelele, hosted by Disaster Mitigation for
Sustainable Livelihoods Programme (DiMP), University
of Cape Town (UCT), in collaboration with the
Development Action Group (DAG) and Disaster
Management City of Cape Town. The workshop was
attended by 28 participants, the majority of whom were
community members and community-based organizations,
one NGO and two government departments.

The key objectives of the workshop included the following:

» Build understanding of community-based disaster
risk assessment.

e Increase capacity in core skills’lknowledge related to
risk assessment.

» Build capabilities in applying key risk assessment
methods.

» Strengthen capabilities to monitor risk on an ongoing
basis.

e Strengthen skills in communicating risk assessment
findings

The workshop included a number of presentations, group exercises
and group presentations. Presentations were conducted by Fikiswe
Mahote (DAG), Helen Macgregor (DiMP) and Johan Minnie (Disaster
Management City of Cape Town). Day 1 involved the introduction to
Community-Based Disaster Risk Management and on Mapping the
Past. Day 2 involved Risk Mapping and Assessing of Vulnerability.
Day 3 involved the group risk reports and the certificate ceremony.

This course has enabled me to assist people in informal settlements.
This course was an eye opener for me, especially when | did the
interviews in the community.

| agree with the people that was at the Masiphumelele Workshop that
there is still a lot of work to be done in this Community. If we work
together as a TEAM we can make it work. Training, Education,
Awareness and Marketing Programme is an important kick start for
a Community.

In light of the increase of fires as well as flooding in informal settlements in the Province, the Department
of Local Government and Housing, through its Directorate Disaster Management and Fire Brigade Services,
drafted a Strategic Plan for Fires and Flooding in Informal Settlements during 2004. A number of other
provincial and national departments as well as municipalities participated in the development of this strategy,
namely the National Department of Home Affairs, the provincial departments of Education, Social Services
and Poverty Alleviations, Environmental Affairs and Development Planning, as well as Health.

This strategic plan recommended a number of actions to address the prevention of and reaction to fires
in informal settlements. These actions have subsequently formed the basis for implementation by provincial
and Local Government.

A number of actions have progressed well, namely:

Action — Warning systems i.e. sirens and communications to fire stations in informal settlements should
be investigated: This recommendation has subsequently resulted in the installation and operation of three
fire surveillance cameras in the Peninsula (Faure, Athlone and Tygerberg) for the early detection of informal
settlement fires and has proven to be very successful.

Awareness Programmes: This recommendation has been implemented through the TEAM (Training,
Education, Awareness and Marketing) Programme of the Department of Local Government and Housing,
as well as the Aware and Prepare Programme of the City. The TEAM Programme is focused on building
the capacity of the most vulnerable communities through training programmes in first aid, home based care
and fire prevention. Ten pilot areas will be covered within the next sixteen months.

Disaster Management should co-ordinate emergency relief aid: Disaster relief role players have
developed and almost perfected their response actions.

Resettlement of high risk settlements: the development of Local Government and Housing, along with
municipalities, have pro-actively identified settlements where the frequency of fires are high, in order to
resettle families under Chapter 12 of the Housing Code (Emergency Housing Projects).

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lot has been said about lack of service delivery, including housing delivery. As the country is headed

to the local government elections, political parties will use the issue of lack of housing delivery or the
slow pace of the delivery of houses. It is important to note, there has been some real work done in the
delivery of houses by government. It is important also to let everyone know that Government has reviewed
its delivery over the past ten years; and the results show that more than 1.8 million decent houses have
been built across the country, thus ensuring that more than 8 million people in South Africa have access
to decent accommodation. In the Western Cape about 200 000 housing units have been constructed.

After reviewing delivery over the past ten years, learning lessons and analyzing new urbanization trends and
settlement dynamics, the Minister of Housing Dr. Lindiwe Sisulu, launched the Comprehensive Human
Settlement Plan (Breaking New Ground) to introduce a new way of housing delivery. Integrated Human
Settlements are ideally those communities where houses built close to areas of economic and social activities
with access to all basic amenities like créches, schools, play ground and clinics. The N2 Gateway Project
and the District Six housing projects are such projects to deliver this vision.

The MEC for Local Government and Housing, Minister Qubudile Richard Dyantyi, has also adopted a two
pronged approach to accelerate the provision of sustainable human settlement in the Western Cape Province.
The first prong, is an internal government driven process, which aims at coming up with innovate ways of
delivering quality human settlement. The second prong is an external process, a reference group of individuals
with various expertise that has been appointed by MEC Dyantyi. This group has been tasked with enhancing
the process of delivery of houses, by coming up with unconventional or lateral thinking strategies to translate
Breaking New Ground into a practical tool for human settlement delivery.

These bold moves are encapsulated in the slogan “Beyond the Brick”. MEC Dyantyi and the reference
group have identified the need for pilot projects in the Province, which will better express and support the
principles of Breaking New Ground. Some of the most urgent projects that MEC Dyantyi will have to select
from to achieve sustainable integrated human settlement include; Urban restructuring in Plattenberg Bay,
integration of communities through relocation of urban core, Mbekweni PHP project: unblocking long term
subsidy housing through PHP process using alternative technologies Nyanga Hostel upgrade: hostel upgrade
through PHP and the Gugulethu Mixed used Development: mixed use Greenfields development.

It is important to note that our country is a young democracy and there are a number of challenges we are
still going to face as government soldiers on with the delivery of houses and other basic services. This is
not an excuse, but a true reality that we have to embrace as we all play our part in transforming this province
into a vibrant environment — living up to our vision Western Cape, a Home for all.



Make your contributions and vote in the
Local Government Elections

ollowing South Africa’s successful third democratic general elections on 14 April 2004. The country is

now gearing itself to holding the Local Government elections on the 1 March 2006. It is important for
you to understand that voting is a powerful act. It is also important for you to understand exactly what you
are doing when you express your choice. Elections are a process. When people take part in this process,
they say or show what they need or want about something. By choosing, you say or show what you need
and want. You express your choice. Elections begin with individual — in other words with YOU.

All South Africans over the age of 18 who are registered voters will be allowed to vote in the local government
elections. On Election Day you can vote at the voting station in the voting district where you registered on
the voters roll and you must have a bar-coded ID. If you lose your ID you can get a temporary replacement
ID called a “Temporary Identity Certificate” which can also be used to vote with if it has not expired.

Some people who live in South Africa have the right to vote and others do not. When you vote, you participate
in government, but even if you cannot vote, you can still participate. What this means is that even if you
cannot vote you still have a duty to ensure that those that can vote know your needs, wants, wishes and
desires. This is important because the choices they make will affect you. So you have to find a way of
making sure that your needs and wants are considered. You also have a role in making sure that the
environment in the entire country allows everyone to express their opinions freely.

Democracy does not stop when people have voted. We have to keep on deciding what our needs are and
whether they are being met. In local government, the idea of a participative democracy is that you can
become part of the process of deciding what is going to be done, where and how.

When you vote, you make your mark. You make your voice count! Your vote gives a party representative
a mandate to make decisions on important issues.

Voting will be for one day only and will take place from 7am to 7pm. There will be between 500 — 3000 voters
per voting station and it should be easy to complete the voting in the time allowed. Anyone who is in the
gueue at 7pm and has not yet been able to vote must be allowed to vote before the voting station can close.
The results are published in approximately 2 to 3 days, this also depends on the IEC.

Cobus Dowry were welcomed by the Deputy Mayor at Cape Agullas Mr. Richard Mitchell. Community
members were present to withess this event. The Premier thanked the community for attending the function
and said, “When we give these sanitation facilities we are instilling hope and dignity, hope for human livelihood,
when we hand over these toilets everyone will rejoice.” MEC Qubudile Dyantyi said to the community that
this is a pilot project more especially for poor people and indicated that the Province is moving in the right
direction under the leadership of strong people like the Premier Ebrahim Rasool, he said he will do everything
in his power to assist communities. After this event the community was then treated to a delicious lunch.

For 6 years this community waited for facilities that some of us take for granted, those that received the
toilets and bathroom facility have significantly seen a difference in their lives. As a follow-up to the Christmas
deliverables, Minister Qubudile Richard Dyantyi visited this community and it is evident that provincial
government is moving fast to make a difference.
